Required poster dimensions: AO (84,1 cm width x 118,9 cm height; portrait orientation).

Please use 24-36pt font of either Times New Roman or Arial. The layout of the poster should
be both visually appealing and easy to follow. It should be well organised with clear headings
and subheadings.

The poster must contain the following elements:

Title

Authors, background
Introduction
Aims/purpose/Project idea
Materials and methods
Results

Discussion

Conclusion

References

The poster presentation has to be prepared concisely and attractively for a broader sport audi-
ence with different backgrounds in sport for all. The poster and presentation has to be in
English.
